Not only does this settle and calm 

him down, it reduces his risk of falling. 

Due to him having a more settled night sleep and 

getting into a regular sleep pattern, this stops him 

getting up in the night. 

Has the number of challenging behaviours reduced since the RITA system was introduced? 

 

Yes! One of the best examples is how RITA brings everyone together. They all enjoy listening to the music and 

playing games in group activities. This prevents our residents becoming bored and agitated which can then lead 

to challenging and escalated behaviour.
